Jablonex Group wants to be world leader in
glass

Five large glass and jewelry makers of the Jablonec area
have merged into Jablonex Group to create a single
firm that in 10 years will be a leading world producer,
the firm's marketing director Pavel Kopacek told journa-
lists yesterday. Jablonex Group arose through the mer-
ger of Ornela, Jablonex, BiZuterie Ceska Mincovna,
Zeleznobrodské sklo and Bohemian Jewelry. The
company will have a new logo that it has registered in
54 world countries with which it is trading. ,,We want to
focus on products with higher value added and leave
segments that will be unprofitable,” board member
Zdenka Truhlarovd said. This has happened, for e-
xample, to Christmas decorations whose production
Jablonex Group has ended already. Truhlarova said that
in the future the company may focus, for example, on
glass for the car industry and electrical engineering.
,»The aim is to use our production capacities in the best
possible way and thus to cut costs,” Truhlarova explai-
ned. The new company has 5 divisions - Sklo (Glass),
Kovo (Metal), Bizuterie (Jewelry), Ceska Mincovna

(Coins) and Finance a sprava (Finance and Administra-
tion). [...] Bizuterie has the strongest position as it
generates 70 percent of sales. Jablonex Group is
controlled by Bijouterie Trading Company (BTC)
which holds 73 percent of its shares. The company is
owned by some 20 individuals, mostly managers of dis-
solved glass producers. [...] A quarter of Jablonex
Group stock is in the hands of Austrian firm Swa-
rovski and 2 percent is held by small shareholders. The
company with CZK 53 million share capital employs
some 3,500 people. [...]
